MISSION OVERSEAS PRAYERLINE 
Issued on Wednesday, 23rd June 2010 

 
Days 13 to 15 – KENYA  The Reids, and Grove Mission, have faced 
opposition from Laibons, Maasai leaders. After meeting with the Laibons 
(19th), and straight talking, except  one and some of their sons, met Reids on 
Mon night with changed attitudes. In a most amazing answer to much fervent 
prayer, they came to Mission with totally changed attitudes. They want to live 
alongside Reids in harmony and peace. They apologised  for some of the 
things they did bringing gifts to show sincerity. Gary had opportunity to 
clearly explain the gospel message to all who were there! Give thanks for 
answered prayer. Pray for the progress of their work and that God continues 
to open hearts and minds of Laibons, continue to pray for Gary’s health. The 
Cowans’ satellite telephone is working again after 3 mths. The university  
team which visited Tuum last Dec. are returning  this year,  to renew 
continuity to mission work. Tuum Girls’ Sec. School (TGSS) has students 
registered for the Form-4 exams, but  many  girls have left due to pregnancy, 
occurring  in holidays. Give thanks the phone is fixed.  Pray for women and 
families  seeking  to live for Jesus, University team’s success, the gospel  in 
spite of discouragements.  
 

Days 16 to 19 – MALAWI  Sun. (27th), Harmony Hill Church the Glissmans 
being  commissioned for missionary service under B.M.O. . Volker takes up 
Executive Director of Theo. Education by Extension in Malawi (TEEM). while 
in time JinHyeog  will develop a music ministry in rural churches. They have 
3 young children and leave for Zomba 13th July.  Pray - For them. The 
Kennedys returned to Malawi early June  for work with Madziabango Project.  
It goes well and when painting school is completed, with  teacher’s houses 
and harvest gathered in there is thanksgiving service. A team  of 10 from 
Ballygilbert Church  will help  in  refurbish and community development work. 
They return home 10th July. The Kennedys are expecting  2 teams early 
July, one from B.M.O.and one from Howth and Malahide. Thanks:- For 
wonderful reunion with Kennedys they  leave 3r. July 
 

Days 27 to 29 – INDONESIA Barry McCroskery is in Dompo on isle of 
Sumbawa taking part in weeks  Training Trainers Workshop. Context for 
ministry in Sumbawa is different as Christians rep only small proportion of 
pop. and experience different challenges. Pray God’s blessing on the 
workshop sessions and that local ministers are better equipped, Give thanks 
that he got visa renewed in Singapore 2 wks.ago.  Pray he gets  his 
extended visa issued. 
 

AFGHANISTAN The Afghan. Govt. suspended 2 Western aid groups from 
working, after  T.V. said they caused Afghan Muslims to convert to 
Christianity, which is illegal.  Since then some believers have been arrested 
and many fled to other areas. Pray - For Afghan believers who are being 
targeted.
